John catches a bus each morning so he can have his meals at a Golden Coral, not at The Mission. He has family in Howell. Beginning on Monday, John had increased difficulty moving around. On Wednesday we scheduled a consultation with Senior Neighbors, Guiding Light Mission is no longer an acceptable facility for John. John’s mobility deteriorated even more on Thursday to the point several of us feared for his well-being. Several overnight guests were so concerned they would not leave John’s side, holding his hand, providing comfort and cleaning up his spilled coffee. It was a remarkable gesture of kindness and concern. John asked if he could lie down, which we accommodated and he asked to be awaken for lunch. At 11:45a, I went to get John but it was unable to get up out of bed, I elected to call for an ambulance. As it turns our John suffers from arthritis, needs to see his primary care provider, but GLM is not the long-term answer for John. The grace however extended by his peers brings tears to my eyes.
· Not sure I shared but our overnight guests are now required to complete and turn in a daily planner of their activities, including signatures from people they have had interaction.
· I trust everyone is okay with my constant stories, but as we slowly discern the vision for Guiding Light Mission, these stories I trust provide insight into the day to day events on Life on the Street.
· I mentioned Paul Chimienti in my 1.14.2011 note. Paul also mentioned on Thursday when we talked, that in his conversations with shelter men on Wednesday at MTM after chapel, they were well aware of GLM’s policies, standards and 8:30p cut off for check-in.
